Foreign Language Credit

of two semesters of study at the introductory or intermediate
level.

Credit for the first semester may be used as elective credit.

Major/GE Capstone Course

A Capstone course is a major course that satisfies three
credits of GE requirements.

Each major guide sheet will count three credits for the
Capstone as either GE credits or major credits, but not both.
