 A passing score on the PRAXIS I exam (Core Academic Skills for Educators). Register online with 

Educational Testing Service <http://www.ets.org/praxis>; 

 Admission form signed by an EC Faculty Advisor 

 A minimum grade of “B-” in COMM 1402: Speech Communication; 

 A minimum grade of “B-” in ENG 1030: Composition; 

 A minimum grade of “B-” in at least one college-level math course; 

 A minimum grade of “C” in BIO 1000:Biology; 

 Satisfactory completion (with a grade of “B-” or better) of Introductory Field, EC 2900: Field Experiences 

in Multi-cultural Early Childhood Settings or, in the case of transfer students, an equivalent experience.
