(1)two courses in the sanme discipline at
the two thousand |evel or above; (2)two
courses fromdifferent disciplines at the
two thousand |evel or above that cover a
simlar topic or theme (students taking
this second option nust obtain approval
fromthe GE office prior to registration);
(3)a preapproved pair of courses at the
1000 | evel or above that is published in
t he Uni versity Bul l etin under CGECP
Di stri bution courses.
