(3)a� preapproved� pair� of� courses� at� the�
1000� level� or� above� that� is� published� in�
the� University� Bulletin� under� GECP�
Distribution� courses.� �

Major/GE� Capstone� Course�
A� Capstone� course� is� a� major� course� that�
satisfies� three� credits� of� GE�
requirements.� Each� major� guide� sheet�
will� count� three� credits� for� the�
Capstone� as� either� GE� credits� or� major�
credits,� but� not� both.� �
