Conducting a Debate Information Sheet

What is a Debate? A debate is a discussion or structured contest about an issue or a resolution. A formal debate involves two sides: one is supporting a resolution and one is opposing it. Such a debate is bound by rules previously agreed upon. Debates may be judged in order to declare a winning side. Debates, in one form or another, are commonly used in democratic societies to explore and resolve issues and problems.


What is the Structure for Debate?  A formal debate usually involves three groups: one supporting a resolution (affirmative team), one opposing the resolution (opposing team) and those who are judging the quality of the evidence and arguments and the performance in the debate. 


What is the Procedure for Conducting a Debate? 
1. The Debate opens with the affirmative team (the team that supports the resolution) presenting their arguments, followed by a member of the opposing team. (5 minutes)
2. This pattern is repeated for the second speaker in each team. (5 minutes)
3. Finally, each team gets an opportunity for rebutting the arguments of the opponent. Speakers should speak slowly and clearly. (3 – 5 minutes)
4. Each team then makes closing statements. (3 – 5 minutes each)
5. Each team gets a second rebuttal for closing statements with the affirmative team having the last opportunity to speak. (3 – 5 minutes each)
6. The judges and members of the audience should be taking notes as the debate proceeds. 

What happens after the Debate? When the formal debate is finished, members of the audience should be given an opportunity to ask questions and to contribute their own thoughts and opinions on the arguments presented. A vote is taken on which team won the debate by putting forward the best arguments according to Rubric Guidelines.
